VENUE AND DIRECTIONS

The Paston & Gunthorpe Community Centre is situated two and a half miles north of Peterborough City Centre. It is readily accessible from junction 19 of the Soke Parkway (the A47) that runs east-west across the north of the City. Whilst directions are given below, players may wish to get a map of the locality from the internet.
From the south take the Peterborough exit from the A1 and follow the A1139 round the south and east sides of the City for six miles.  At the roundabout turn left (signposted A1 North and A47 Leicester), then turn left again after half a mile (signposted A47 Leicester).  This brings you onto the Soke Parkway which you leave at the first exit (junction 19).
Take the third exit off the flyover, signposted Walton and Gunthorpe.  This is Fulbridge Road.  After a little over half a mile you come to a roundabout.  Take the fourth exit onto Hallfields Lane, and the venue is on your left after 250 yards.
From the  north and west enter Peterborough on the A47. On reaching junction 19 of the Soke  Parkway take the first exit off the flyover, signposted Walton and Gunthorpe, and follow the directions above. Traffic from the east should leave the Parkway at junction 19 and take the third exit off the flyover, following the directions above.
